Notice the inevitable judgment. (Verses 5-7)

Notice the difficulty of our assignment. (Verses 8-10)

“Take [the scroll] and eat it. It will turn your stomach sour, but ‘in your mouth it will be as sweet as honey.’”							Verse 9b


THE TWO WITNESSES & SEVENTH TRUMPET (Ch. 11)

Notice the security of our eternity. (Verses 1-2)

I was given a reed like a measuring rod and was told, “Go and measure the temple of God and the altar, with its worshipers.”					Verse 1


Notice the power of our witness. (Verses 3-6)

4 They are “the two olive trees” and the two lampstands, and “they stand before the Lord of the earth.” 5 If anyone tries to harm them, fire comes from their mouths and devours their enemies.							Verses 4-5


Notice the expectation of suffering. (Verses 7-10)

Now when they have finished their testimony, the beast that comes up from the Abyss will attack them, and overpower and kill them.		Verse 7


Notice the victory of Jesus Christ. (Verses 11-19)
